This integrative physiology course focuses on active and passive mechanisms maintaining

cellular and organismal function. Students discuss current research and controversies in

homeostasis, allostasis and performance. Emphasis is on critical evaluation of concepts,

assumptions, data and interpretations.

This course is intended to be interactive, and students are expected to contribute actively to the

class activities. Professor Stephenson will present introductory material but most of the time will

be devoted to student presentations, discussion and debates. 
The course will be divided into three parts:

A: introduction to homeostasis and overview of course objectives.

B: focused oral presentations on specific issues.

C:. point-counterpoint debates
Text: There is no single textbook suitable for this advanced course. Review papers are available

as web notes on Portal. Access to these materials is limited to registered students only.
