The development of multicellular organisms is dependent on dynamic adhesion and signaling between cells and extracellular matrix (ECM) molecules.  The course examines the tissue-specific expression, structural organization, biomechanical properties, and functions of the four major classes of ECM molecules.  Emphasis is placed on how ECM remodeling promotes morphogenesis and growth and how mutations in ECM genes are the underlying cause of a broad spectrum of pathologies.
Evaluation:    Two term tests worth 30% each.  A final exam worth 40%
